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Setting up Audacity is not hard, if you remember to setup Audacity to use JACK, this is to make it possible to run other
programs that use sound at the same time. The guide for setting up JACK to run smoothly is here:

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Now the volume on this recorded segment is corrected. This is a better way to be sure that the record you have done not
are overdriven, so have to Low setting and afterwards let audacity fix the volume on it.

Now we want to remove noise from the record, maybe some background hiss from your microphone. So first part is to make
a "noise profile” of what you want to remove from your recorded segment.

1. First zoom out so you more clearly can see the recording.
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2. Then mark what you want to make a profile of. Buy left click on mouse and hold down on the segment, and drag. You
mark the zone you need to get the profile of.
